Background

As many of you will know, the Trade Single Window (TSW) is being developed by Customs and MAF as part of the Joint Border Management System (JBMS).  The TSW will ultimately enable parties involved in international trade and transport to submit craft and cargo clearance data that is required by New Zealand border agencies electronically, once, through one entry point. 


Consultation meeting with trade logistics industry

The JBMS team is holding a consultation meeting to update industry members on changes to Customs and MAF processes being included in the development of the Trade Single Window (TSW), and to consult on some particular processes to ensure we understand the impacts on industry members.


This phase of consultation focuses on points that will impact on early system design decisions. This particular meeting is likely to be of most interest to:

· freight forwarders, integrators and Customs brokers

· import or export companies that submit their own Customs entries or MAF clearance applications

· air cargo carriers

· MAF Transitional Facility operators.   


An additional meeting has been arranged for shipping and port companies on 19 August.
